Trash / Garbage Pick Up 

Specifications for Bid

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:

Residential Trash / Garbage is to be picked up weekly on Mondays, if a holiday falls on a Monday pick-up will be on Tuesday.

Pickup service will encompass all residences within Blue Lake Township.  All residences on County maintained roads will have trash picked up in front of their residence.  Any residences that are not on a county-maintained road should have their trash picked up at the nearest county maintained road or at a place of mutual agreement between resident and contractor.

Contractor will remove up to five (5) 30-gallon bags of trash / garbage per household per week.  Any type of bag is to be accepted.  The contractor will clean up bag spillage (no mater what the cause) within reason (up to ¼ bag).  If by improper operation or accident the contractor causes the spillage the contractor will clean up the spillage.  The Contractor and/or Township (after contractor notification) will bring repeated spillage to the attention of the property owner for correction.

LARGE ITEM PICKUP:

The contractor will pick up four (4) large household items per household per year.  Stickers or identifiers for large items will be supplied to township officials by the contractor and distributed by township officials at property owners request.  Every property with a dwelling can receive 4 stickers per year.  Property owners of one or more vacant parcels can receive 4 stickers per year.

RECYCLABLES:

All recyclables will be picked up as part of regular household trash and not separated.

CONTRACT DURATION:

Contractor may bid on a one (1), two (2), or three (3) year contract starting January 1, 2020 through December 31 of the appropriate year.

PAYMENT METHOD:

Contract will be payable in equal monthly installments (readjusted, if necessary, annually for multi-year contracts) starting January 2020.  The Township must be billed monthly for the contractor to receive payment.

LICENCES, PERMITS, INSURANCE:

The contractor shall obtain all licenses and permits.  The contractor shall furnish documentation to the township and at all times during the contract maintain in full force and effect, Employers Liability, Workman’s Compensation, Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance.  

No assignment of the contract or any right accruing under this contract shall be made in whole or part by the contractor without the express written consent of the township.

DEFINITIONS:


Trash / Garbage



Waste and discards generated within the household from edible foods (bones, peelings, wrappers, etc.), as well as clothing, dishes, pots, pans, newspapers, cans, bottles, boxes, small appliances, etc.

Large Household Trash Item


Sofa, chair, couch, springs, mattress, stove, hot water tank, refrigerator, tires, etc.  All items are to be marked with contractor supplied sticker or identifier.  Items cannot contain refrigerant and/or must be certified that the refrigerant has been removed unless mutual agreement between resident and contractor.

BID SPECIFICS:

All bids will be opened at 7:30 PM during the Township Board’s November 6, 2019 regularly scheduled meeting held at 7:00 PM at the Township Hall.  Blue Lake Township reserves the right to reject any and all bids.

The Blue Lake Township Clerk must receive bids by 4:00 pm November 5, 2019.
